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As Western Australia’s safety regulator for the mining sector,
WorkSafe Inspectors undertake regulatory activities, including
site visits that can be proactive or reactive.

The following indicators represent significant compliance activities
undertaken by WorkSafe Mines Safety Inspectors and highlights
the Department's continued focus on transparency.
